Our Programme

The Nature Centre is an accredited Discover Primary Science site and we offer activities that link to the Primary Science Curriculum. However we cover a broad range of learning opportunities that can be tailored to a groups age, interests, needs and abilities. The emphasis is on exploring, adventure, fun and making memorable experiences that support a childs learning and development.

Full Day Themed Sessions

10am – 2pm

A day packed with walks, talks, activities & challenges on topics such as woodlands, wildflowers, minibeasts and bog studies. Your own groups requests are more than welcome. We can provide a pack of preparation material for teachers to use before your visit on request.

The World and Wood

10am – 2pm

An introduction to Sustainability for young people, exploring woodlands and our impact on them.

Suitable for 11-15 yr olds, this session involves some preparation work before the visit. We will send an information pack for teachers or group leaders prior to your arrival. The visit consists of an activity walk, discussion and debate and considering the use of wood based products at home and school. Full participation of group leaders/teachers is important in this session.

Special Garden Discovery Day

10am – 2pm

Children explore the stunning gardens and experience this special place using our Discovery Bag and all their senses. They have the opportunity to meet a gardener, plant their own seeds, write poems, draw in their own garden journal and learn something of the story of Glenveaghs Garden through the years.

Guided Walks
10am – 1pm

For  older children we can run guided adventure walks over some of the spectaular tracks and trails in the park. A great opportunity to spot wildlife & enjoy a picnic in the hills.

Nature Craft Sessions

10am -12 or 2-4pm
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Suitable for all age groups, these sessions allow children the freedom to get creative with all things natural. Using materials such as willow, bark, stone, leaves, petals and clay, we’ll support children in experiencing nature through their imagination and creativity.

For the Under 5’s

10am – 12noon 

A session tailored for the very young, with a short walk, little games and activities to promote learning about nature and a craft activity to allow each child to have something to take away from their day out.
